Start off by creating an account on Padl€opensin new tab), or via the iOS or Android app.
Then you can make your first board to share using a link or QR code, to name just two of
the many sharing options.

How to Use Padlet

To get posting, double click anywhere on the board. Then you can drag files, paste files, or
even use the Save As bookmark with Padlet mini. Or sitgglick the plus icon in the lower
right corner and add that way. This can be images, videos, audio files, links, or documents.
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
